NWLOL is a social enterprise delivering IT, Management, Business Administration and Literacy training, for a range of qualifications including the ILM, ECDL, CLAIT and others. With strong links with local community groups, we provide training computer beginners and the digitally excluded. We delivered training for offenders, homeless people and substance abusers, in partnership with Kensington and Chelsea College and agencies such as Addaction or Cricklewood Homeless Concern, where we achieved over 80% positive outcome and one of our classes was highlighted for good practice in the Inspection report.  We have delivered ESF training and job search programmes, on contract to the GOL and LSC, to unemployed people and other excluded groups with around 90% successful outcomes. We have had phenomenal success with nontraditional learners, enabling them to complete training, to overcome disability barriers, to gain qualifications and to progress in learning and in their own jobs.   Programmes of work force development and customised training have been devised and delivered to local organisations, including Westminster Childrenâ€™s Society, Brent Council, BCT and others. We are currently delivering Train to Gain, a contract to upskill unqualified staff and volunteers in small and medium companies, particularly voluntary organisations, which could provide possible progression routes.
