Our target group are refugees who are seeking employment and/or learning and with whom we can work with to a desired outcome, regardless of the level of their work skills. Those with low language levels are assisted and encouraged in terms of referral to appropriate language learning provision but we are unable to work with them until they reach a language level appropriate to employment.  Our services begin with an initial assessment and subsequent careers guidance interview which allows our advisers to assess the type of Information Advice and Guidance (IAG) each individual requires. At this stage an Action Plan will be constructed to record how transition toward goals will be achieved.  Careers guidance provides help to overcome barriers into employment via one to one guidance interviews which can cover a range of issues such as CV preparation, mock interviews, applications forms etc. In addition RIJ provides financial assistance via our Grants Scheme which will help finance courses, travel expenses, childcare, and exam and tuition fees for eligible clients. Clients are then referred to our employment advisers who will work with them to identify suitable employment vacancies and potential employers for brokerage.
