The Centre offers a diverse range of services for homeless young people, badly housed families, refugees, asylum seekers and migrants on one site.  The Centre believes in working with each person on a one to one basis, respecting that individual's dignity and encouraging personal responsibility and a sense of self-worth.  The Centre's overall aim is to help each of its clients to get into employment as the route out of homelessness, poverty and exclusion.  There are 40 staff and a varying number of long-term volunteers, with an annual income in the region of £2 million.   We have five teams of front line staff dedicated to helping each client on their personal journey of development: Assessment Team, Support Team, Learning and Development, Wellbeing and Healthy Living, and Employment. Within these teams, we offer accredited ICT and ESOL training, non-accredited family learning and development programmes, support in preparing for employment including securing work placements, immigration advice, housing advice, wellbeing and living advice including advice on tackling and overcoming substance misuse. In addition, we provide residentail services, a family day centre and there is an independent GP surgery on site. Every client is offered their own tailor madesupport and development package which they regularly review with our staff. We also have active partnerships with a range of organisations and agencies, which support and complement our internally delivered services.
