Supported Employment: Trinity provides work opportunities in its furniture shops securing a living wage and employment history for long-term unemployed people and those furthest from the labour market. Trinity’s shops recycle over 1,000 tonnes of unwanted domestic furniture every year, provide paid employment and training for disadvantaged people and offer good quality, affordable furniture to the local community.
