Our beneficiaries {young reporters and editors} research and report stories on subjects of their choice, they also accept commissions from newspapers and magazines. We are a news agency that places stories in local, regional and national print and broadcast outlets.  Our mission statement is “To inspire children and young people to investigate and challenge the world around them, enhance their personal development and promote their right to be heard as equals”  What we do: Following our belief that children and young people have the right to have their voices heard on an equal platform with adults we find that journalism is a powerful vehicle for furthering the personal and social development of children & young people by giving them the ability to think critically about the world and express what they think in a clear and engaging manner. It requires them to engage in the civic life of their communities and through trusting them to take decisions about their lives, enhances their confidence and aspirations and also that of others. Headliners programmes promote personal development and the participation of young people; all use journalism as a method to achieve this. Programmes are either delivered in Headliners centres or in outreach in partnership with other organisations.  1. Accredited Programme: A bespoke programme providing accreditation through the Open College Network (OCN) in reporting, editing; communication; writing for meaning.   2. Accredited Peer training programme (OCN): To provide induction training for other young people into the HL programme; make presentations at conferences; provide participation training for adults.   3. Radio, TV, Print programme: A series of 12 week programmes learning the principles and skills of print, radio or TV journalism. They work in teams of mixed ages and abilities to tackle issues and produce work for publication and broadcast in the mainstream media.   4. Participation programme: Children have a say on the issues and services that affect them in their community, a government department or within organisations. They produce magazines and video which goes to policy makers who are challenged to respond.   5. Membership programme: Delivered in our centres bringing together a diverse range of children and young people who have a long term engagement with HL taking part in a number of projects and activities.   Whom we seek to help: Headliners is an all inclusive service. We are committed to working with Children and Young People aged 8 – 25 who are isolated or at risk of exclusion, those who are disabled or have experienced being in care; within the criminal justice system; who struggle at school, NEET,  or who are from minority groups.

Project Description
The Learning through Journalism project is flexible in approach and is shaped to meet the needs of the particular groups of young people based on abilities, backgrounds and availability. YP have the option to participate on the non accredited programme or to achieve either the full OCN accreditation (up to 36 hours of participation required) or elements of this such as the “Writing for Meaning” unit which could be in the shape of a photographic project that incorporates the following learning/processes. Ideas/story planning, Story boarding, Photography and Layout using Quark Express (software) or the “Communication - Speaking & Listening” unit which covers – Interview techniques, exploring and researching local issues, pitching story ideas to their peers and external persons, and the completion of worksheets. Young people of this project will develop improved oral and written communication skills and other key life skills through the learning through journalism activities as well as acquiring hard skills such as the ability to use a DV camera, sound equipment and editing software all of which will lead to better employability and increased educational attainment.
