Rathbone is a youth charity working in East London for over 20 years with young people who are NEET or at risk of becoming so and who face multiple barriers to inclusion.    We offer tailored programmes of flexible learning activity, both accredited and non-accredited, which helps disadvantaged young people to turn their lives around.   We have funding from the LSC to provide work-based learning programmes and are currently running Entry to Employment for young people aged 16 - 18 as well as child care apprenticeships for 16 - 19 year olds. Embedded into all out work is Skills for Life; literacy, numeracy and ICT.    Rathbone's other specialisms are youth engagement and volunteering. We currently run projects in Tower Hamlets, Newham, Haringey, Hackney and Barking & Dagenham for young people NEET where they can take part in structured programmes of engaging activities which challenge and motivate them.  Our dedicated detached youth engagement workers meet young people on estates, in shopping centres and local youth clubs during the evenings and on weekends so that we are able to engage the high need and hard to help groups who are not currently on other providers' radars.   Volunteering opportunities are brokered by a team of outreach workers where opportunities are offered both internally and externally.  Youth work apprenticeships in the Rathbone Hackney Centre are also available.   We are easily accessible, based 1 minute from Hackney Downs train station and are interested in building links with more vcs groups in East London so that we can reach out to more young people in need.
